Talking points:

Terms:
 
chuppah: a canopy under which a Jewish couple stand during their wedding
ceremony. It consists of a cloth stretched over four poles, or sometimes manually
held up by attendants to the ceremony. A chuppah symbolizes the home that the
couple will build together.

Messiah: the promised deliverer of the Jewish nation prophesied in the Hebrew
Bible, "the annointed one".

Cana: an ancient small town in Galilee, where Christ performed his first miracle
by changing water into wine during a marriage feast.

Solomon: the son of King David and the third king over Israel. He is celebrated for
his wisdom and for building the temple of the Lord in Jerusalem. Solomon wrote
much of the book of Proverbs, the Song of Solomon, the book of Ecclesiastes, and
two psalms.

purification jars: These jars were made of stone for its purity and were used for
ritual cleansing. The purification ritual is generally a form of water-based ritual
washing in Judaism for removal of any impurity. 

stone mason: a person who creates buildings, structures, and sculpture using
stone as the primary material. Many of the long-lasting structures, temples,
monuments, and entire cities were built of stone.

Episode title: The Wedding gift

Scripture references from this episode: 

Luke 2:41-52 - Now His parents went to Jerusalem every year at the feast of the
Passover. 42 And when He was twelve years old, they went up according to
custom; 43 and when the feast was ended, as they were returning, the boy Jesus
stayed behind in Jerusalem. His parents did not know it, 44 but supposing Him to be
in the company they went a day’s journey, and they sought Him among their
kinsfolk and acquaintances; 45 and when they did not find Him, they returned to
Jerusalem, seeking Him. 46 After three days they found Him in the temple, sitting
among the teachers, listening to them and asking them questions; 47 and all who
heard Him were amazed at His understanding and His answers. 48 And when they
saw Him they were astonished; and His mother said to Him, “Son, why have you
treated us so? Behold, your father and I have been looking for You anxiously.” 49
And He said to them, “How is it that you sought Me? Did you not know that I must
be in My Father’s house?” 50 And they did not understand the saying which He
spoke to them. 51 And He went down with them and came to Nazareth, and was
obedient to them; and His mother kept all these things in her heart.

John 2:1-12 - On the third day there was a marriage at Cana in Galilee, and the
mother of Jesus was there; 2 Jesus also was invited to the marriage, with His
disciples. 3 When the wine gave out, the mother of Jesus said to Him, “They have no
wine.” 4 And Jesus said to her, “O woman, what have you to do with Me? My hour
has not yet come.” 5 His mother said to the servants, “Do whatever He tells you.” 6
Now six stone jars were standing there, for the Jewish rites of purification, each
holding twenty or thirty gallons. 7 Jesus said to them, “Fill the jars with water.”
And they filled them up to the brim. 8 He said to them, “Now draw some out, and
take it to the steward of the feast.” So they took it. 9 When the steward of the
feast tasted the water now become wine, and did not know where it came from
(though the servants who had drawn the water knew), the steward of the feast
called the bridegroom 10 and said to him, “Every man serves the good wine first;
and when men have drunk freely, then the poor wine; but you have kept the good
wine until now.” 11 This, the first of His signs, Jesus did at Cana in Galilee, and
manifested His glory; and His disciples believed in Him.

Proverbs 30:4 - Who has ascended to heaven and come down? Who has gathered
the wind in His fists? Who has wrapped up the waters in a garment? Who has
established all the ends of the earth? What is His name, and what is His son’s
name? Surely you know!
